read these words out:

eat your parsley without speaking.

as you do so,

look at the images on the screen.

listen to the song.

think about your part in the brokenness of the world.

think about how god seems to be absent in so many situations.

if god seems far away, how much are we to blame?

After the screen presentation;
Appoint a leader for this activity, and say the following prayer of confession. Note that the leader does not join in with the words marked ‘People’.

5.  
Telling the Story of God’s People

Each group has some sheets of coloured papers and adhesive labels. 
If you need pens people will be wandering around with some spare pens.

Where do you fit into the story? What would you want Jesus to say about you?

Take a piece of coloured paper and a sticker.

Use the paper to record how you would like to be part of the story, what you would like Jesus to say about you – eg, write your name, a single word, draw a picture …

Then take your piece of paper and use the sticker to add it to the arena railing with the pictures of all the other ‘saints’.

Communion

Send one person up to collect bread and wine now. There is one collecting point by the stage, and another at the end of the arena.
Give each person in the group one white slip of paper, and one pink slip. The white slips contain words to be used at the distribution of the bread, and the pink slips are similar for the wine.

Choose one person to hold the bread during communion, and one to hold the wine. These people need to understand the following instructions;

For the person holding the bread;

1. During the communion prayer, hold your bread in the air in time with the priest, and then break it into two pieces.

2. When the screen instructs you to share the bread, break off a small piece and hand it to the person on your left, reading the words on your white slip of paper. When they have eaten it, pass them the plate. You will be the last person to eat, when the bread has been passed around your group.

For the person holding the wine;

3. During the communion prayer, hold your wine in the air in time with the priest.

4. When the screen instructs you to share the wine, offer it to the person sitting on your left, reading the words on your pink slip of paper. You will be the last person to drink, when the wine has been passed around your group.

Please consume any remaining bread and wine before you leave the arena.
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
